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Abstract. These instructions are intended for contributors to the Computer Aided Architectural Design and Research in Asia (CAADRIA) conferences. The abstract is in 10 pt Times with 11 pt leading and should not exceed 200 words.
Keywords. First: second; third; fourth; fifth. i.e. up to five.

1. First Order Headings

Paragraphs immediately following a heading are not indented. Text area is 197 mm x 120 mm with running headers. Keep all text and artwork within this boundary. First-order headings are 11pt Times New Roman, bold, upper/lowercase letters. Paragraphs after a heading begin at the left-hand margin, subsequent para​graphs are indented 6 mm. Text is in 11 pt Times or Times New Roman with 13 pt leading. 

Second and subsequent paragraphs indented 5 mm from the left-hand margin, with no extra space between the paragraphs.

Citations are in the Harvard style, e.g. Sasada (1991) where author’s name appears in text, or where authors’ names are not cited specifically in text, add citation in parentheses (Bernus and Chase, 1990; Sasada, 1991; Peter et al, 2000) with citations in sequential order. References to websites should be as follows. For URLs with author information, cite Web-a (2009); for those without author info, cite the page title with “Webpage without author info” (2009). See these entries in the References section at the end. 
2. Document Length

All papers should be limited to less than 10 pages including references and images. After the full paper review, the paper selection committee will make a final recommendation about the accepted paper length: long paper (10 pages) or short paper (7 pages). All papers should strictly conform to styles provided in this document. Please use standard UK-English and spell- and grammar check your paper before submission. If your document is longer or varies from styles specified here, it will be shortened or rejected. 

3. Authors should...

Use this Word document for formatting their documents and make use of the pre-formatted styles provided in this template.

Note that the format described in this document may not be the final format for printed publication. Your text may be edited for final proceedings. However, when authors use the styles designated in this template, it will be easy to redefine the styles and place all papers into the final proceedings format.

4. Authors should NOT...

Change any style settings or style names. Please leave all the document settings unchanged! Do not format your paper to simply look like this document. Use styles to set the formatting attributes. 

If you do not know how to use styles to format your paper, ask the technical chair or use the documentation available with your software.

5. Another First Order Heading

This text after another first order heading begins at the left-hand margin.

5.1. Second Order Headings
Second order headings are in 10 pt caps, beginning at the left-hand margin. 

5.1.1. Third Order Headings

These headings are typeset in 11 pt italics, with upper case letters for main words. 

New paragraphs are to be indented 6 mm from the left-hand margin, with no extra space between them. Equations are left justified from the paragraph indented with a space before and after with equation number along right-hand margin. All lower case letters in equation should be in italics.

6. Running Heads

Include running headers in the style indicated, numbering from page 1, but do not use a header on the title page. The paper should be anonymous and should not contain any identifying reference to author or their institution. Only after a paper has been accepted for conference publication, change the even header to the names of the author(s) and the odd header to the title of your paper (Go to View – Header and Footer to access).

7. Figures

Each figure is numbered and inserted in the text after the first reference to it with one blank line before and after. Figure captions are in 10 pt Times, 11 pt leading, placed below the figure, centered and have the following style:
